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SIX WOMEN HURT

EMPTY ’'BUS CRASHES INTO

Six nurses were injured, two of them
serlously, when an. enipty motor ‘hus
ran over on to the beach at Langland
Bay, near Swansed, to-day, and crashed
Into a hut oceupied by members of the
Swansea Hospital staff as a recrea-
lion hut,

Two of the women seated outside on
a veranda were flung clear, receiving
sllgm injuries. The other four werg in-
side the hut, and two wero pinned be-
nauth the 'bus, which had come to a
standstil] among the débris.

Crowds of peoplo wers atiracted to the
scene by the cries of the injured nurses,
and with wooden planks
volunteers managed m lll’ the ‘bus and
1elieve the trapped w.
